MIDI functions allow you to expand your musical possibilities. This section explains what
MIDI is, what it can do, and how you can use these functions on your instrument.

What is MIDI?

MIDI (Musical Instrument Digital Interface) is a
worldwide standard for communication between
electronic musical instruments and computers.
Exchanging information between devices can
create systems of MIDI instruments and drives
that are more versatile and flexible than isolated
instruments. You can connect computers,
sequencers, expanders or other keyboards with
your keyboard. MIDI signals can be used in

can be divided into two groups: Channel signals and System signals. The Pino has a USB
port that can be used for both MIDI In and MIDI Out.

MIDI devices

To exchange MIDI signals, the devices must be connected with a cable. MIDI IN receives data from a
computer, MIDI Out sends data to another device. Please wake up the computer from hibernation or
a stand-by mode before you use it to
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wire the keyboard. Please switch on the keyboard first
after the cable connection has been made.

Data exchange with the computer
